in the U.S. Armed Forces *

e Veterans who served in a foreign country in
time(s) of hostilities in that country
(regardless of service length)

e Veterans medically discharged for service-
related reasons (regardless of service
length)

e Veterans discharged prior to August 11,
1967 (regardless of service length)

e Honorable discharge for each period

e Attending lllinois public college or
community college

e lllinois residency as defined on application

e Maintain minimum grade point average
(GPA) required by college

¢ No defaulted student loan(s) or pending
refund on state or federal grant(s)

e ROTC members not eligible

community college

e Enlisted member or officer

Applications for ISAC’s programs are available at isac.org, your college’s
financial aid office or an lllinois Department of Veterans’ Affairs field
office (for IVG) or your National Guard unit (for ING grant).

. What are the deadlines for filing applications?
An IVG application only needs to be filed once to establish eligibility.
After that, you'll need to present your Notice of Eligibility to your college
as soon as possible, but no later than the last day of classes every term
you request benefits.

An ING grant application must be filed each academic year and has
different due dates, depending on which term you're attending:
— October 1 - full year
— March 1 - only 2nd semester (2nd/3rd quarter) and summer
— June 15 - only summer
(check with your college for their deadline)

. Will I need to submit any additional documentation?
To establish eligibility for IVG, you'll have to supply a copy of each
DD214, Member 4 form (or equivalent). See above for contact
information to obtain a copy.
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
